


1. Vs. 22-30: Watch out for Division.



John 10:10, “The thief cometh not, but for to 
steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come 
that they might have life, and that they 
might have it more abundantly.”



Mark 9:38, “And John answered him, saying, 
Master, we saw one casting out devils in thy 
name, and he followeth not us: and we 
forbad him, because he followeth not us.”



Mark 9:39-40, “…Forbid him not: for there is 
no man which shall do a miracle in my 
name, that can lightly speak evil of me. For 
he that is not against us is on our part. 



John 21:25, “And there are also many other 
things which Jesus did, the which, if they 
should be written every one, I suppose that 
even the world itself could not contain the 
books that should be written. Amen.”



2. Vs. 31-32: Watch out for Blasphemy.



John 3:16, “For God so loved the world, that 
he gave his only begotten Son, that 
whosoever believeth in him should not 
perish, but have everlasting life.”



John 16:8-11, “And when he is come, he will 
reprove the world of sin, and of 
righteousness, and of judgment: Of sin, 
because they believe not on me; Of 
righteousness, because I go to my Father, 
and ye see me no more; Of judgment, 
because the prince of this world is judged.”



John 5:24, “Verily, verily, I say unto you, He 
that heareth my word, and believeth on him 
that sent me, hath everlasting life, and shall 
not come into condemnation; but is passed 
from death unto life.”



3. Vs. 33-37: Watch out for your Tongue. 



James 6:6, “And the tongue is a fire, a world 
of iniquity: so is the tongue among our 
members, that it defileth the whole body, 
and setteth on fire the course of nature; and 
it is set on fire of hell.”



Matthew 15:17-19, “Do not ye yet understand, 
that whatsoever entereth in at the mouth goeth 
into the belly, and is cast out into the draught? 
But those things which proceed out of the 
mouth come forth from the heart; and they 
defile the man. For out of the heart proceed evil 
thoughts, murders, adulteries, fornications, 
thefts, false witness, blasphemies:”



Isaiah 5:20-21, “Woe unto them that call 
evil good, and good evil; That put darkness 
for light, and light for darkness; That put 
bitter for sweet, and sweet for bitter! Woe 
unto them that are wise in their own eyes, 
And prudent in their own sight!”



Hebrews 3:12, “Take heed, brethren, lest 
there be in any of you an evil heart of 
unbelief, in departing from the living God.”
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
